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The Nabrit Family began homeschooling with their eleven year old twins, sixth grade due to being late on tuition payment.  The family was already toiling with private schooling already.  

First, the family approached Homeschooling by setting up a plan as a business project.  They researched demographic statistics.  They found that the African American males were at the bottom of the measurements of school standards.  Often times this feeds into the conspiracy theory to destroy Black males.  Also, it is said that these standards are because of the lack of commitment of education in the Black community.

Know your purpose of Homeschooling.  All children intrinsically seek knowledge.  The lack of will to learn comes from external forces not from within the child.

You must provide a nurturing environment to learn holistically—physically, intellectually, and spiritually.

In developing a curriculum, the Nabrit Family had a goal where they wanted their children to have an option of going to an Ivy League school by preparing them holistically to have choices.  They found books from college book stores of Introductory level college courses.  They also linked History with their Geography studies.  They chose a classic education with the ability of expansion.  They studied Literature and History globally, starting in one continent and then moving to the next continent.  They studied the same continents each year because they found that by repeating the studies, more information would be acquired from one age to the next.  It also reinforced their knowledge of the studies.  They also, hired male graduate students to teach subjects that they did not teach.  

The family made strategic decisions in order to afford the cost of their children’s homeschool education.  They did not spend money on uneconomical living such as cable, eating out, beauticians, nail shops, etc.  

Their children did not like Homeschooling and made it a point to let them know daily how they felt their parents did not know what they were doing to prepare them for college.  Mrs. Nabrit feel that many times parents have an overreaching desire to please children, but you have to remain focused on your purpose of Homeschooling.  

The three Nabrit boys turned out well. They are robust and vibrant men. They are actively involved in their community, church and politics.  She also found that they had a different response time to her as a female teaching versus the male figures.  Mrs. Nabrit feels that because her male children were socialized by males, they have a keen awareness of “What is being a male.”  Being able to impact the lives of your children is very important and should not be taken lightly because their childhood time passes by very quickly.
